Hello Jana,

Sorry to hear about the problem you have encountered. We do not have a lot of Weimaraners in the epilepsy study, and would welcome your participation. We do get samples from Europe all the time, so we should be able to get yours in here without too much difficulty. I would suggest you try to gather all the samples at the same time or within a few days of each other, and send all the samples in one package if possible. You cannot send it overnight from Europe, but it should be able to come 2nd or 3rd day delivery. Check with FedEx International (www.FedEx.com) to see if there is somewhere to get a pickup near you – we’ve had good luck with their service. Some have come by DHL or UPS too. You can use any shipper that will get the package to us!

I am attaching our submission form, instructions, and the special instructions for samples coming from outside the US. If you have any questions at all, please let me know.

Please understand that we do not yet have a DNA test for epilepsy – we are still doing the research to find a mutation that causes epilepsy in Weimaraners, and in other breeds. When we have a mutation found, we can test the dogs, but I cannot promise you how long it will take to find this mutation. We do need samples from dog families like yours where epilepsy has appeared so we can move ahead with the research. This would be a very helpful group of dogs to have samples from.

Thank you for your interest in the research. Let me know if you have any questions, and please let me know when you send the package so we have some idea when to expect to see it and can track it if there is a delay.

I am greeting you from Czech republic, Europe. I would like to ask you about several technic conditions of the sample-transport.
 

I am an owner of one bitch of weimarener-line, where the epilepsy appeared (please see the annex). We announced this unpleasant situation, so our Club (and also weim-community)  knows everything. We would like to find out all possible information about risks in our line and help to discovery epi-genetic-tests if it is possible. So we decided to send you our samples because we have not find any similiar lab as you here in Europe. 
But we are a quite unsure if it is possible to catch it - we are afraid that the way from Europe is too long and the sample will be on the way for a too long time and arrive already unusable. Please could you inform me if you have any experience with the transport from Europe? 
 

About our pedigree to assess if our case would be interesting for you (see the annex please) :
We are absolutely able to send you the samples of numbers 6 - 13 . Nr. 3 and 4 are unfortunately dead (they were too old). Nr. 5 lives in France - I hope we will be able to get his sample. Nr. 1 and 2 live in USA and I don't know if we are succesfull with their samples. 
Nr.8 died by a car-accident. 
Nr. 6 has got a lot of siblings, there was 5 litters from Nr. 3+4. So we  are able to get several their samples if it is usable for you. One brother of Nr.6 died from "a strange disease" (according to information from the friend of his owner from Bulgaria, Europe) at the age of 3 years.
 

That is all in this moment. We would be pleased if we could even just a little help to discovery a genetic-tests.
